Satellite weigh INS will be allowed in the follow ng | ocati ons on
Thursday Jan 29" at 7 pm Box Elder, Heber City, North Sunmit, Delta, North
Sanpete, Salina, Cedar City, Roosevelt and Monticello. Wigh-ins will also
be held Friday norning from7amto 10am at the Sevier Valley Center
Representatives will be present at each weigh station to certify that the
wei ght was made. Westlers who are not on the pre-registration l[ist at a
wei gh station will be allowed to weigh in. However, if a westler has not
pre-registered they will not be allowed to conpete even if they weighed in.
This is to safe guard agai nst any m stakes being nmade during the recording
of registration.

It is reconmended that a copy of the registration check or a noney
order receipt be brought to insure against clerical errors. Westlers that

fail to weigh in before 10:00 am Friday will not be bracketed and their
registration fee will be refunded.

If a westlers doesn’t nmake his intended weight they will only be
allowed to enter the next weight bracket if there is room avail abl e and
will be seeded at our discretion. Westlers nmust nake wei ght by division.

Friday at Noon two separate seeding neetings will be held, one for
each division. For the nost part brackets will be preset by criteria with
the nmeetings held to correct major errors or oversights only.

Tournament Format
Friday: 2 Rounds, Round 1 will begin at 4pm with Round 2 following.
Saturday: Round 3 will begin at 9 am tell complete.
Championship will begin at 6 pm.

The tournanment is of course double elimnation. Rounds are 1 mnute
30 seconds each. They will be westled on 12 mats. Six will be for the
Jr. High division and six will be for the mddle school division.

There will be two staging areas one for each division.

Westlers will be called to the staging area by wei ght beginning with the
| onest weight in their division. Once a division has finished a round that
division will begin the next round. If one division finishes early on
Friday night, then all 12 mats will be used to conplete the other
division’s matches. The sanme will be true on Saturday. If a division
finishes up to the finals early, then the other division’s matches will be
moved in order to get done.

Westlers in smaller brackets will westle their first rounds al ong
with the rest of the |arger brackets. The only reason a westler should
have his weight pass in the round without westling is if he/she has been
beaten out of the tournament, he/she has a bye, or he/she is in the finals.

The finals will be held Saturday at 6:00 PM There will be a short
brake at this tine to for the Chanpi onship set up. Chanpion bios wll be
restricted to Wi ght, Team School and Partici pants Nane.

The finals will begin with a parade of chanpions, followed by the
first four matches. The matches will be westled on four full-sized mats,
two matches fromeach division at a tinme. After each four matches the
medal s for those matches will be awarded. W will continue this cycle of
four and four until the finals are finished. Chanpion bios will be
restricted to Wi ght, Nanme and Teani Schoo

After the finals there will be a short break while the final team
scores and outstanding westler votes are tabul ated and then those awards
will be given out.

The separate divisions are for individual placing only.
Westlers will be placed 1st — 6th in each wei ght and awarded a cust om nedal .
Chanpions will receive a T-Shirt and a Custom nade bracket of their weight.
Qutstanding Westler Anards will be given for l1la, 2a, and

3a in the upper and | ower weights of the Mddle School and Jr.

Hi gh Division. Upper weights are 100 and above in M ddle School, and 120
and above in Jr. High. Wnners will be decided by a coach’s vote. Each team
will be given one Qutstanding Westler Ballot. On each ballot the team
representatives nust choose three westlers fromtheir classification for

t he upper and | ower outstanding wrestlers. Only one of the three chosen
westlers can be a nenber of their team The westler with the nost votes



wins. In case of atie the westler with the fastest pin will be the
Wi nner .

Team Awards

The M ddl e School and Jr. High divisions will be ignored for team
awards. Team points will be cal cul ated based on the highest placer in each
of the 49 weights to give one overall state chanpionship in each of the
three classifications. Trophies will be given for 1st — 4tnh pl aces and
pl aques for 5th and 6th. Points for the highest placer in each weight are as
follows: 1st16 2nd12 3rd9 4th7 5th5 6th 3
