Competition Guidelines
• Wrestlers must have a 2007 USA Wrestling Card* and Copy of Birth Certificate
• Red and Blue singlets or reversible singlets are required
• Wrestlers must have a handkerchief and taped shoe laces
• Coaches must have a 2007 USA Wrestling Coaches Card
• Mat Officials and Pairing Officials must have 2007 USWOA Stamp for club rebate eligibility
• Pairing Room will be closed.  Bracket sheets will be posted outside the Pairing Room.
* USA Wrestling Cards will be available for purchase at registration.
